The Colombian Civic Center (Centro Civico Colombiano) was founded on June 18, 1978 by a group
of Colombian friends who wanted to share and promote the culture and customs of the country in this part of USA.

Over the years has evolved and became a nonprofit organization, formed by volunteers and legally recognized as 501 (c) 3 by
the U.S. A. government. Throughout the year offers educational and community services to needy Colombians and Latinos in
the tri-state area (NY-NJ-CT).

Each year over 1200 Latino immigrants benefits from computer classes at different levels, English classes in 3 levels, GED in
Spanish, guitar, folk dances for children and youth and Spanish for children.

Also are offered free seminars, conferences and workshops on tax issues, immigration, citizenship, health, finance, small
business, arts, culture and personal growth among others.

Other traditions and customs typical of Colombia are preserved and celebrated in the organization, such as mother's day,
father's day, day of love and friendship, Beauty pageant of the CCC, “Novena de Aguinaldo’, Christmas crib and different
regional parties.

very close to our official date of
independence which is July 20th.
